Clarification on ISDA’s Dental Hygienist Membership Renewal

We were recently contacted by several members of the Idaho Dental Hygienists’ Association (IDHA) who are
concerned about a mailing from the Idaho State Dental Association (ISDA) for the “2009 Annual Hygienist Mem-
bership Renewal.” These IDHA members expressed concern about the ISDA membership solicitation that re-
quests payment for the “renewal” of their membership, even though they have never been a member of ISDA.
Some IDHA members almost inadvertently paid it, thinking it was a renewal for their state dental hygiene license.
Other IDHA members are worried that hygienists may mistakenly believe that they will somehow help the dental
hygiene profession by joining ISDA or will have a significant voice or vote in the ISDA organization.

ISDA represents the interests of dentists—not the interests of dental hygienists. The Idaho Dental Hygienists” As-
sociation is the only professional organization that represents dental hygienists in Idaho. Below, we have included
a comparison of the member benefits both organizations offer to dental hygienists.
